Recently while looking through Grant County Commissioners meeting minutes, I 
noticed that on Monday, Dec. 14, 2009, commissioner Richard Stevens 

attended the “Stevens Short Plat Meeting” in the planning department conference room. 
This meeting was about Richard Stevens’ personal project and was also scheduled on the 
commissioners’ agenda, which reflects the official business of the Grant County Commissioners. 
The “Grant County Code of Ethics” for elected officials, states that elected officials are prohibited from 
using county resources, which includes county office and conference room space and personnel, for their 
own personal or private gain. 
After making a public record request on the matter, the county’s public information officer claimed that 
there wasn’t any information as to what that meeting was actually about and could only supply the 
proposed plat map and the completed plat application. Was this an improper meeting? Was this at “arm’s 
length?” 
I find it highly offensive that a sitting commissioner would hold a “special” meeting with the planning 
department staff in a planning department conference room, for his own personal gain while he is 
supposed to be on the job performing the people’s business.
